INSTRUCTIONS TO TENDERERS
A. Introduction
1.0 Procedure for Submission of Bids .
It is proposed to have a Three-Cover System for this tender.
a) Pre-qualification documents (2 copies) in one cover.
b) Technical Bid (2 copies) in one cover.
¢) Commercial Bid (2 copies) in one cover.

1.1 The tenderer must place their pre-qualification, technical and commercial bids in separate envelopes, super-
scribed with separate Bid titles as follows: s

PRE-QUALIFICATION BID

TECHNICAL BID

COMMERCIAL BID

1.2 The tenderer shall have to qualify the pre-qualification Bid.

13 Pre~Quéliﬁcation Bids shall be opened on the prescribed date and time. %
1.4 Technical Bids of only those Tenderers shall be opened who qualify the Pre-Qualification round after the
initial processing of pre-qualification on the same day or at a date and time to be notified on the same day. The
Tenderer may have to give a technical presentation to the University Authority or any Agency appointed by the
University.

1.5 Commercial Bids of only those Tenderers shall be opened who qualify based on the Technical discussion and
presentation.

1.6 Single Pre-qualification documents should be covered in a sealed cover super-scribing the wording ‘Pre-
qualification document’. Bach copy should be marked as “original copy” and “first copy”. A

1.7 Single Technical Bid of the Tender should be covered in a single sealed cover super scribing the wording
“Technical Bid”. Each copy should also be marked as “Original” and “First copy™.

1.8 Please note that Prices should not be indicated in the Pre-qualification Bid or the Technical Bid and should be
quoted only in the Commercial Bid.

1.9 Single Commercial Bid of the Tender should be covered in a separate sealed cover super-scribing the wording
“Commercial Bid”, Each copy should also be marked as “Original” and “First copy”. Prices should be indicated
item-wise separately.

1.10 Each copy of the tender should be a complete document and should be bound as a volume. Different copies
must be bound separately.

2.0 Cost of Tender document
2.1 The Tenderer shall bear all costs associated with the preparation and submission of their Bid, including cost of
presentation for the purposes of clarification of the bid, if so desired by the University and University shali in no

case be responsible or liable for those costs, regardless of the conduct or outcome of the Tendering process.

3. The Tenderer is expected to carefully examine all instructions, forms, terms and specifications in the Tender
Document. Failure to furnish all information required in the Tender Document or submission of a bid not

substantially responsive to the Tender Document in every respect shall be at the Tenderer’s risk and may result in

the rejection of the bid.

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4.0 Clarification regarding Tender Document

4.1 A prospective Tenderer requiring any clarification of the Tender Document may notify the University in
writing at the University’s mailing address indicated in Clause 6 of Section I. The University shall respond in
writing to any request for clarification of the Tender Document, received, not later than 7 days prior to the last date
for the receipt of bids prescribed by the University. Written copies of the University response (including an
explanation of the query but without identifying the source of Inquity shall be sent to all prospective Tenderers

who have received the Tender Documents.

5.0 Amendment of Tender Document

5.1 At any time up to the last date for receipt of bids, the University, may, for any reason, whether at its own
initiative or in response to a clarification requested by a prospective Tenderer, modify the Tender Document by an
amendment,

5.2 The amendment shall be notified in writing or by fax to the prospective Tenderers who have received the
Tender Documents and shall be binding on them. In order to afford prospective Tenderers reasonable time or
otherwise for any other reason, in which to take the amendment into account in preparing their bids, the University
may, at its discretion, extend the last date for the receipt of Bids.

B. Preparation of Bids

6.0 Language of Bids

6.1 The Bids prepared by the Tenderer and all correspondence and documents relating to the bids exchanged by
the Tenderer and the University, shall be written in the English language.

7.0 Documents Comprising the Bids

7.1 The Bids prepared by the Tenderers shall comprise of following components: A

(a) Pre-Qualifying Document shall consist of following :-

i). Bid Proposal sheet duly filled in, signed and complete in all respects.(Proforma-I )

if). Qualifying data duly filled in as per relevant Performa provided in the bid proposal that the tenderer is eligible
to bid and is qualified to perform the contract , if its bid is accepted (Proforma -11).

iii). Name of the Universities where such System had already been implemented and functioning (attach certificate
from the University).

iv) Certificate of Authorized Dealer/Distributor, wherever required.

v) Earnest Money of Rs.50,000/- should be enclosed in the form of Bank Draft in favor of Registrar, Acharya
Nagarjuna University.

(b) Technical Bid shall consist of the following: - ’

i) Technical Deviations if any from the terms and conditions and specifications as specified in the Bidding
Documents (Proforma-III).

ii) Documentation showing for the proof of having conducted feasibility studies, System Requirement
Specifications(SRS), System Design Documentation (SDD),User Manuals and thereafter technical support &
maintenance of the same as the case may be to the various Universities. The tenderer may understand that
Documentation Standards is one of the important criteria for the Technical Evaluation and therefore the Tenderer
shall necessarily enclose a full set of sample

documentation with their bids wherever applicable.

iii) Proposed methodology, software designing/development tools and detailed technical specifications for
undertaking Tasks/Projects specified under Section IV. 5

iv) Bar Chart including the proposed time Schedule for completion of the Project.

NOTE: The Technical specifications may be fine tuned on the basis of discussions with various tenderers during «
the Technical Bid evaluation process and commercial bid would be called on the basis of fine tuned specifications.
(c) Commercial Bid consisting of the following :-

i) The Tenderer shall indicate the firm price for indicated Tasks / scope of work, the Terms of eference of which
are given in the Technical spemﬁcatlons
